1-40 ROCKSLIDE ANSWERS
CHEROKEE ACCESS AND ROUTES TO CHEROKEE

north carolina

Although a massive rockslide at mile marker three on 1-40 has closed a portion of the interstate in North Carolina at the
Tennessee-North Carolina border, there is no obstruction on the route to Cherokee from virtually anywhere. Accessing
Cherokee from Atlanta, Knoxville, Sevierville, Charlotte, Maggie Valley, Gatlinburg, Pigeon Forge, Asheville, Great Smoky
Mountain National Park, Franklin, Raleigh, and Greenville is unaffected. Below you’ll find scenic routes to Cherokee as
well as an all-interstate option for tour buses and other commercial traffic.

From Sevierville, Tenn., take exit 407 off I-40
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From Newport, Tenn., take exit 435 off 1-40
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Continue on N.C. 209 through the Crabtree and Iron Duff communities. N.C. 209 soon intersects with 1-40 at Exit 24.
Continue on N.C. 209 to Lake Junaluska. From here, take the Great Smoky Mountains Expressway (U.S. 19/23/74) west
toward Sylva. Pick up Hwy. 441/74 in Dillsboro just past Sylva, and follow Hwy. 441 into Cherokee.

For those who would prefer an all-interstate detour, take I-40 East to 1-81 North to |-26 East to I-40 West. From [-40

West, take exit 27, Hwy. 19/23/74 toward Sylva. Pick up Hwy. 441/74 in Dillsboro just past Sylva, and follow Hwy. 441
into Cherokee.
